We'd suggest placing the
‘Conversa’ screen in a light-filled
room to allow the slats to mimic
the effect of a Venetian blind,
playing with light and shadow in
clever ways. Brazilian-American
artist Pali Xisto Cornelsen
created it alongside his father,
whose 2018 sculptures were the
inspiration for the muted shades
and natural material choices.
The Douglas fir has been
sourced from salvaged tree
trunks and painted in vibrant,
clay-based pigments in hues
such as pale blue, earthy grey
and ecru.
